ICHS - THE INTERNATIONAL COMMITTEE OF
HISTORICAL SCIENCES - -----———-----~

The International Committee of Historical
Sciences was officially chartered on May 14,
1926 in Geneva. Its headquarters are located in
Lausanne, with the secretariat in Paris. The ICHS
brings together historians representing all speci-
alisations within the field. Since its inception, the
ICHS has sought to develop the knowledge and
practice of historical sciences through an appro-
ach of international cooperation. The Bureau of
the ICHS is elected and partially renewed during
the year when the Congress takes place.

The three principal bodies of the ICHS are
National Committees, Affiliated International
Organisations and Internal Commissions. At a
primary level, a country wishing to participate in
the ICHS must form a committee made up of
representatives of its historical profession. Each
of these committees sends a delegate to the
General Meeting. Today, ICHS has 56 national
committees. The ICHS is financed by annual
membership fees collected from the National
Committees and Affiliated International
Organisations.

At the second level, there are the Affiliated
Organisations, thematically grouped, such as the
International Association for Economic History
and the International Association for Byzantine
Studies. At the present time, there are 24
Affiliated Organisations, each represented at the
General Meeting by a delegate. Finally, at the
third level, we find the Internal Commissions
created by the International Committee itself,

to reinforce and stimulate work in certain areas
of research. Currently, there are 16 operating
Internal Commissions.

THE NORWEGIAN HISTORICAL ASSOCIATION

Founded in 1869, the Norwegian Historical
Association, which organises an overwhelming
majority of the professional historians in Norway,
aims to promote historical research, develop the
teaching of history at all levels, and strengthen
the position of the discipline in the public eye.

Introduction:

The session combines theoretical and methodo-
logical issues with empirical ones. Categories
such as gender, laws, teleology etc. will be
debated in respect to the theoretical necessity
of disclosing and analysing the realm of global
history. The special problem of cultural differences
in conceptualising global history will be
recognised. On the empirical level, historical
trends and factors of change will be analysed,
and in addition, the role of different cultures like
China, India and the West in their interrelation-
ship as places, subjects and objects of global
history at the same time will be discussed. The
presentations mainly treat early modern, modern
and contemporary history. The session will lead
to a new concept of global history in the era of
critical revision of traditional master narratives
and a growing emphasis of cultural difference
and intercultural communication.

Introduction:

At the end of a millennium when international
integration and the relative decline of Western
hegemony dominate agendas for discussion in
politics, economics, sociology and other social
sciences, the time for historians to bring their
expertise and perspectives into the now
widespread intellectual discussion of global
interdependence seems overdue.

History on the grand scale can, moreover, be
popular. Wells, Toynbee and Spengler produced
best sellers between the wars. McNeill,
Stavrianos and Roberts (to mention but one well
known trio) sell world histories to markets that
excite the admiration of their colleagues
bunkered in national archives.

Global history rests upon a tradition that goes
back to Herodotus. It re-emerged when
European history escaped from its Christian
anchorage to flourish in the writings of Vico,
Voltaire, Robertson and Smith during the
Enlightenment. Thereafter, ‘other’ places and
civilisations have continued to appear in

historical writing but represented too often in
European and North American mirrors.

The current resurgence of global history is not
accidental but reflects economic, political and
cultural anxieties about the rise (or rather the
re-emergence) of other continents to challenge
the recent hegemony of Europeans.

A remarkable revival of world history is now
underway and represents an exciting alternative
to historical analysis focused on the experience
of national communities and states. The congress
offers historians a Major theme designed to
consider the findings of the renaissance in global
history, to chart its progress, to consider its
future and to explore connexions with: anthro-
pology, archaeology, cultural studies, economics,
evolutionary biology, geography, geology, inter-
national relations, literature, philosophy, politics,
sociology and other disciplines. Our session is
divided into two overlapping parts “Is universal
history possible?” and part 2: “Cultural
Encounters Between Continents over the
Centuries”.

Introduction:

Since the emergence of history as a professional
scholarly discipline in the nineteenth century,
historians have taken national communities and
individual societies as their principal and indeed
almost exclusive frameworks of analysis. It is
certainly true that national communities and
individual societies are appropriate contexts for
many historical problems. But national commu-
nities and individual societies make inadequate
frameworks for the analysis of large-scale pro-
cesses that have profoundly influenced the
experiences of peoples throughout the world as
well as the development of the world as a
whole. The purpose of session 1.b on “Cultural
Encounters Between Continents over the
Centuries” is to feature recent approaches that
cross the national, geographical, and cultural



boundary lines conventionally observed in
professional historical scholarship. Panelists will
address issues of migration, cross-cultural trade,
biological exchanges, cultural exchanges, and
other kinds of cross-cultural interaction. Papers
and presentations will deal with political,
economic, and cultural themes in exploring the
historical effects of global interactions between
peoples of different societies.

Introduction:

Homo sapiens is the only creature that is
equipped to look back consciously on its past.
The past, however, is chaos. It is the ability of
man as homo historicus that makes that chaos
intelligible and understandable by giving it order,
structure, and meaning. One of the most
important elements which brings order to the
past is time: Time is a “human invention rende-
ring chaos intelligible” rather than “something
that exists in itself.” Among the various notions
of time, “year” is the notion most relevant for
organising the past, for without the invention of
the “year” we could not even be able to esta-
blish our past as history. The reckoning of years
is not merely the assignment of sequential
numbers, itself an advanced intellectual exercise
peculiar to the human species. It is also a
political, social and cultural act of human
intelligence. Peoples and cultures have produced
a variety of ways to reckon years. The
“Christianera” system is now most widely used
around the world, but there are many other

systems, some still in use; the combined system
of era names and the sexagesimal cycle in East
Asia, the Jewish calendar, the Islamic way of
reckoning years, regnal years, Medieval
European chronology by indictio, etc. What be-
gan as Christian chronology now functions in
the role of common chronology in the world,
theoretically by introducing “B.C."” and by deci-
ding the first of January as New Year's Day, and
politically through the dominance of Western
culture toward the end of twentieth century.
“Common chronology” undermines the very exi-
stence that every people, culture and nation has
its own “year,” which is the foundation making
possible a balanced sense of history, by relativi-
sing our unconscious historical sense that we are
living in the year numbered 2000. This balanced
sense of history opens to us the possibility of
free and various senses of time. Historians have
been discussing “periodisation” as a division of
time for centuries, however, the nature of
“chronology” as a construction of time was bey-
ond the range of historians’ concern. A discussi-
on that joins chronology with periodisation will
open a new intellectual horison on the way we
remake our past into history. This session will
invite eight speakers from around the world to
discuss the various notions and ideas of
constructing and dividing time in Africa, Asia,
Europe, India, Islam and Judaism. The session
will conclude by some theoretical discussions on
the nature of chronology and periodisation. The
year 2000, as people around the world become
particularly conscious of questions of chronology,
is an especially good opportunity for a reconsi-
deration of the meaning of the “year” and the
century. This can lead to a discussion of whether
the “turn of the century” has any meaning, or
what time reckoning means, especially for his-
torians, at the year of closing the 20th century.

The panel will deal with the question how history
has been used and misused in the construction
of historical identity and memory and the role
which historians have played both in the mani-
pulation of history and in the critical examination
of ideologies and myths. Questions to be raised
in the discussion include the instrumentalisation
of historical studies for political and other ends
and the role which historians played in participa-
ting voluntary or under pressure in these efforts;

The museum tour on Bygdgy peninsula begins at
the open-air Folk Museum, Norway's largest cul-
tural history exposition. It is a unique portrayal of
old Norway featuring buildings and farmsteads
form around the country, crafts shops and
museum displays. The Viking Ship museum
displays the 9th century Oseberg and Gokstad
ships. On the Kon-Tiki and Ra Museum, Thor
Heyerdahl's famous expeditions are portrayed.
Here we see the vessels Heyerdahl used on his
voyages across the Pacific and Atlantic oceans to
test his theories about cultural migration in early
civilisations.

Medieval Oslo (3 hours - 125 NOK)
From around 1000 to 1624 Oslo was situated in
the area of “Gamlebyen” east of today’s town

centre. Oslo was a small town covering not more
than 250 da. Through archaeological excavations
since the 1860s the knowledge about the
medieval town has increased. Many of the
monumental stone buildings have been kept as
ruins, such as the cathedral of St. Halvard, the
churches of St.Clemens, The Holy cross and St.
Mary, as well the dominican friary of St. Olaf and
the royal and episcopal castles. Although much
of the area has been destroyed by modern buil-
ding and communication lines it is possible even
today to grasp much of the structure of the me-
dieval town, and efforts are now made to make
the area once again The Medieval Town of Oslo.

Art tour in Oslo (3 hours - 325 NOK)

Our guided tour brings us to three of Oslo’s
most important galleries. Our first stop is at the
National Gallery, Norway’s largest public collection
of paintings, drawings and graphic art. The
Munch Museum houses the largest collection of
works by Norway's best-known artist, Edvard
Munch (1863-1944). We see his masterpieces
such as The Scream and The Madonna that have
a distinctive impact on the European
Expressionist movement and gave Munch a
central position in the world of art. The National
Museum of Contemporary Art features inter-
national and Norwegian artists of our day. Their
imaginative and frequently avant-garde works
are exhibited in a pace-setting “Norwegian art
nouveau” building of an earlier generation - the
former headquarters of the Bank of Norway.

Christiania 1624-1814: The Lost City Revisited
(Walking tour - 2 hours - 125 NOK)

After a devastating fire in 1624, Oslo was re-
founded on a new site as Christiania. Traditional
log building was banned, and burghers adopted
foreign ways of building with bricks or brick infill



in timber framing. This cultural encounter produ-
ced an interesting vernacular architecture with
hybrid features.

Vigeland Sculpture Park and The City
Museum (3 hours - 225 NOK)

Tour of Vigeland Sculpture Garden.

Here, Norway's Gustav Vigeland (1869 - 1943)
illustrates the cycle of life via 200 stone and
bronse sculptures and relief’s. A giant sculptured
monolith of granite seething with human forms
dominates the park, designed and built by the
artist over a period of forty years. The city
museum is situated in the Frogner Park, it
houses a cultural-historical exhibit that portrays
the history of the city of Oslo over the last 1000
years. Included in the fee is a concert held in the
city museum.

Lunch Cruise on the Oslo Fjord

(3 hours - 495 NOK)

Lunch cruise on the Oslo Fjord. The day is spent
between the picturesque islands and on the fjord.
Fee includes bus from campus, guide, 3 hours
bout tour, a baccalao dish (fish), coffee and cake

The City of Henrik Ibsen and Edvard Munch
(3 hours - 295 NOK)

A tour in the footsteps of Henrik Ibsen and
Edvard Munch. Visit to the Ibsen museum,
which is located in his former apartment, follo-
wed by a tour of the Nationalheateret (the natio-
nal scene of Norway), Ibsen’s and Munch’s
resting places (Var frelsers Gravlund) and the
Munch-museum.

The city behind the Castle
- History and Architecture
(Walking tour - 2 hours - 100 NOK)

Full day tours

Cradle of a Nation? (350 NOK)

An excursion to the county of Vestfold, where
Norway's oldest urban settlement and its richest
viking graves have been discovered. It has been
considered as the home of the oldest Norwegian
rojal dynasty, the Harfagre family. This is, more-
over, the county where the tallest and most
beautiful Viking ships have been found, and
Vestfold has consequently played a vital role in
the process of Norwegian national myth pro-
duction. An important intellectual focus of the
excursion will be the interplay between archeo-
logy and national myth-making. Lunch included.

Norway in a Nutshell (1.550 NOK)

Departure from Oslo in an north-westerly directi-
on through the very fertile agricultural area
Ringerike, also called the orchard of Norway.
Just before arrival at Myrdal where passengers
change trains, is Finse, the highest point on the
Bergen Line situated on the high-mountain
plateau Hardangervidda, 1222 m above sea le-
vel. Myrdal - Flam: the railway descend 900m
from the mountain plateau down to the fjord in
one hour. This picturesque Fldm Line provides
you a marvellous view on the 20 km train ride.
FIam - Gudvangen: a boat cruise on the sogne-
fjord. During this fjord cruise Western-Norway at
its most beautiful can bee seen, from great
mountain areas with magnificent waterfalls and
glaciers to green and fertile valleysides and idyllic
villages. In the afternoon is a bus tour. West of
the Geiterygg tunnel the Vargbre-glacier is
situated; the glacier plateau is 1765 m high with
prepared cross-country ski tracks and good
conditions for summer skiing. The Aurland valley
has been called “Norway’s Grand Canyon”,

and has a rich flora and a wealth of interesting
geological features. Arrival Oslo in the evening.

Paper, Pulp and Chemistry, a Visit to
Borregaard Factories (350 NOK)

Visit to Borregaard factories, an international
chemicals company, part of the Orkla Group.
Borregaard has strong global positions in selec-
ted niches of organic chemicals.

Ibsen’s Peer Gynt at Akershus Castle (150 NOK)
At Akershus Castle, Norwegian actor Toralv
Maurstad will present an English extract of the
play of “Peer Gynt”by Henrik lbsen. As relevant
today as hundred years ago, Ibsen’s plays are still
staged the world over. “Peer Gynt” can be read
in many ways, including as a national-romantic
description of the Norwegian or as an existential
exploration.

An Evening at Bogstad Mansion (175 NOK)
A guided tour of the Bogstad mansion. Bogstad
mansion has an important place in Norwegian
history, both as a centre for crafts and early
industries, and as a centre of Norwegian political
history. Landowner Peder Anker was the first
Norwegian prime minister after the dissolution
of the Danish/Norwegian union in 1814 .

As a cultural-historical monument the Bogstad
mansion is held high in regard, an authentically
furnished home partially unaltered since the end
of the 17th century. Norway's oldest English
landscape park surrounds the buildings. Concert
included.

Highlights of Norwegian Culture (225 NOK)
Norsk Folkemuseum (The Norwegian Museum
of Cultural History) in Oslo presents a taste of
traditional Norwegian culture with folk dance,
national costumes and fairy tales. The event
takes place in the world’s first open-air museum
in cultural authentic surroundings with a stave
church from 1200. The event includes guided
tour to the stave church and a traditionally
festival hall from 1738. The open-air museum
includes farm-animals, horse and cart rides,
traditional fiddle music and song. Guests will
also learn folk dance. The traditional “lefse”
and refreshments will be served.

King Oscar Il - A historical play (150 NOK)

In this play, where the audience walks from
scene to scene, King Oscar I, the last king of the
Swedish/Norwegian union “presents” highlights
from the cultural scene at the turn of the last
century. Takes place at Akershus castle.

Norway in the world - a thousand years

The Norwegian state will open a multimedia ex-
hibition during the Congress in the very localities
that are chosen for many of our main sessions.

By means of a combination of exhi-
bited objects, posters and multimedia shows the
visitors will be offered a journey though history,
where the main themes are culture, commerce
and immigration, but where there will be room
for themes as different as Norwegian food tradi-
tion, culture and love. The exhibition and the in-
tegrated multimedia shows will be multilingual.

POST-CONGRESS TOURS

Bergen and classic fjord country
August 13 - 16

Day 1: August 13

The drive north-west from Oslo via Sollihegda
climbs through the beautiful wooded Begna
valley to Fagernes where lunch is served before
heading into the mountains and continues over
Fillefjell, following an ancient route connecting
the eastern and western parts of Norway. While
still in the mountains, there will be a stop at the

Borgund stave church, dating from 1150, an
architectural masterpiece and one of the best
preserved examples of the original wooden
churches of, with intricate wood carvings
depicting dragons and saga myths alongside
Biblical motifs.

Day 2: August 14

Breakfast at Sogndal Hotel before returning to
Kaupanger for a cruise on Sognefjord, Norway’s
longest and deepest fjord. The two-and-a-half
hour cruise passes through cliff-walled passages
laced with cascades and occasional mountain
homesteads. Docking at Gudvangen, a bus tour
climbs the hairpin turns of Stalheimskleivene to
Stalheim Hotel, where lunch is served. The view
from Stalheim is one of the finest vistas in
Norway, and nearby Stalheim waterfall, plunging
some 126 metres, is also worth photographing.

After lunch, the bus continues to Bergen via
Voss, a popular winter sports centre. Bergen was
the largest city of medieval Norway and was
frequently the royal seat. As a Hanseatic League
trading Centre, Bergen became one of the most
important cities in Scandinavia during the
Middle Ages — a centre for traders and
seafarers. The city, Norway’s second largest,

is surrounded by seven hills. It is kept ice-free in
winter by the warming Gulf Stream. Before
dinner, there will be an introductory tour of
Bergen, including a leisurely walk in its famous
harbour and the picturesque fish market, the
Hanseatic buildings, early medieval Hakon’s Hall
and Maria Church. Dinner and overnight
accommodations will be at Hotel Admiral.

Day 3: August 15
After breakfast at the hotel, a tour of the sights
that make Bergen a particularly beautiful city,

including Troldhaugen, the composer Edvard
Grieg’s home where he composed many of his
most famous works. The evening’s entertain-
ment will be by Bergen’s Fana Folklore troupe.

In traditional costumes, this spirited group
recreates the Norway of days gone by as they
perform a traditional countryside wedding cele-
bration complete with songs and music, national
costumes, wedding porridge and dancing. over-
night accommodations will be at Hotel Admiral.

Day 4: August 16

re to individual destinations.

4 Days, August 13 - 16

Day 1:

The tour begins northward along Norway'’s
largest lake, Mjgsa, and stops at Eidsvoll, where
the new Norwegian government assembled in
1814 and signed the Constitution on May 17th
the same year. Domkirke ruins (The Glass
Cathedral) in Hamar is the next stop. The day’s
goal is Lillehammer, home of the 1994 Olympic
Games. After lunch, a tour of the open-air
museum Maihaugen includes buildings from
Gudbrandsdalen and the Lillehammer area, a
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stave church, and farm and city buildings. The
first night will be spent in Lillehammer with
dinner at the hotel.

Day 2:

The tour continues to Raros, know for its
copperworks, which during its time was one of
Northern Europe’s largest enterprises. Raros is
included in UNESCO’s World Heritage List as one
of the few city centres of entirely wooden
buildings. A tour of the city will include a visit to
Rgros Church and lunch. Accommodations for
the night will be a hotel in central Raros.

Day 3:

The third day will mark the arrival in Trondheim,
which has over 1000 years experience with
welcoming guests. During the Middle Ages,
Trondheim was one of the most popular
pilgrimages, along with Rome, Jerusalem and
Santiago de Compostele. Trondheim is now the
third largest city in Norway as well as a centre
for history and culture. After lunch, a tour of the
city will include Nidarosdomen and a trip to the
Ringeve Museum, 2.5 kilometres north of the
city's centre. This museum, located in Ringve
farm, includes a fine collection of musical
instruments from throughout the world.

Bergen: une région typique de fjords.

13 - 16 aolt

Journée 1

Notre autobus nous conduit au nord-ouest
d'Oslo par Sollihggda et s'éléve dans la vallée
joliment boisée de Begna jusqu’a Fagernes ou
nous prenons notre repas avant de nous diriger
vers les montagnes. Nous continuons par
Fillefjell en suivant | ancienne route reliant les
parties ouest et est de la Norvege. Tandis que
nous sommes toujours en montagne, NoOUs NOUS
arrétons a I'Eglise en bois debout de Borgund.
Cette église remarquable en bois, datant de
1150, est un chef-d’oeuvre architectural et un
des exemplaires les mieux conservés des églises



en bois debout de Norvége - aux structures de
pagodes baties par les ancétres des constructeurs
de bateaux de Norvege avec des ciselures com-
pliquées dans le bois représentant des dragons et
des mythes des sagas a coté de motifs bibliques.

Nous sommes maintenant dans une région
typique de fjords. A Revsnes un bateau ferry
nous fait passer notre premier fjord vers
Kaupanger. Nous continuons vers Balestrand ou
nous dinons et passons la nuit a I'Hotel Kvikne.

Journée 2

Petit-déjeuner a notre hotel avant de retourner a
Kaupanger pour une croisiére sur Sognefjord, le
fjord le plus long et le plus profond de Norvege.
II'n"y a pas de meilleure maniere d'apprécier sans
hate le paysage dramatique de fjord du pont de
notre bateau . La croisiere de deux heures et
demi longe des passages entre les murs de
falaises agrémentées de cascades et d'alpage.
Amarrés a Gudvangen, nous allons en tournée
derriere les chutes d’eau lorsque nous grimpons
par les virages en épingle a cheveux de
Stalheimskleivene a Stalheim Hotel, ot nous
prenons notre déjeuner. Le panorama de
Stalheim est une des vues les plus belle de
Norvege et les alentours des chutes de
Stalheim d’une hauteur de prés de 126 metres
valent bien une photographie.

Aprés le déjeuner nous continuons vers Bergen
par Voss, un centre populaire de sports d'hiver.
Bergen était la plus grande cité de la Norvége
médiévale et a été fréquemment demeure
royale. En tant que Centre de Commerce de la
Ligue Hanséatique, Bergen devint une des plus
importantes villes de scandinavie pendant le
Moyen-Age, un centre d’homme d'affaires et
de marins. La ville, la deuxiéme de Norvege, est
entourée de sept montagnes. Elle n'est pas prise

par les glaces en hiver a cause du réchauffement
du Gulf Stream. Nous faisons un tour de Bergen
avant le diner: une promenade tranquille dans
son port réputé et son marché aux poissons
pittoresque, les batiments de la Hanse, la halle
médiévale de Hakon et I'église Maria. Nous
soupons et passons la nuit a I'Hotel Norge.

Journée 3

Apreés le petit-déjeuner a notre hotel, nous
visitons encore d'autres sites qui font de Bergen
une ville particulierement belle. Nous visitons
Troldlhaugen, la demeure idyllique au bord d'un
lac du compositeur Edward Grieg ou il a composé
beaucoup de ses oeuvres les plus connues.

Ce musée unique est conservé exactement dans
I'état ou il se trouvait lorsque Grieg et la
chanteuse Nina, sa femme I'habitaient. Le soir, la
troupe de Folklore Fana de Bergen nous offre un
spectacle. En costume traditionel, ce groupe
animé recrée la Norvege du passé lorsqu'il
reconstitue la célébration compléte d'une noce
campagnarde traditionnelle avec chants et
musigue, costumes nationaux, gruau de noce et
danse. Nuit a I'hotel.

Petit-déjeuner a notre hétel a Bergen avant le
départ pour des destinations individuelles.

Journée 1

Bergstad a Ragros est
inscrite sur la liste du Patrimoine Mondial de
I'UNESCO comme un des rares centres de con-
structions en bois conservé en |'état. Visite de
Bergstad et de I'église de Bergstad et déjeuner.
Nous passons la nuit a I'hotel au centre de Raros.

Journée 3

Le troisieme jour nous nous rendons a Trondheim.
La ville a plus de 1000 ans d'expérience
d’'hospitalité. Au Moyen Age, la ville était un des
lieux de pélerinage les plus fréquentés de toute
I'Europe, avec Rome, Jerusalem et Saint Jacques
de Compostelle. Trondheim la troisieme ville du
pays et un centre de gravité historique et
culturel. Nous dinons lorsque nous arrivons .
Ensuite nous faisons un tour de ville a Trondheim

et visitons la cathédrale de Nidaros et faisons un
détour au musée de Ringve, a 2,5 km du centre.
Le musée se trouve a Ringve gard et possede
une collection d'instruments du monde entier.

OSLO

The City of Oslo has been the capital city of
Norway and Royal Seat since 1299, when King
Hakon V Magnusson moved from Bergen to
Oslo. The castle he built, Akershus Castle, cele-
brates its 700-years anniversary in 1999. And in
the year 2000. Oslo will celebrate its 1000 years
anniversary. Not only will the city’s own inhabi-
tants be celebrating, but visitors from near and
far are welcome to join in.

The city is beautifully situated, and with its 550
000 inhabitants it is small, but large enough to
contain an active and vibrant cultural scene:
theatres, opera, ballet, exhibitions, fascinating
museums and places of interest, art, concerts
and nightlife. You can find restaurants in all
price categories, and with food traditions from
all over the world. At the same time, the menus
and the many fish restaurants tell of Norwegian
food traditions.

There is a large variety of museums, the most
known are the Munch-museum, the Vikingship
museum and the Fram museum. Less known,
but worth a visit is the worlds only museum ex-
hibiting childrens art, and the Maritime museum,
that tells the long story of a city and a country
that have always felt the closeness to the sea.
The city is a green and environmentally friendly
city, surrounded by fjords and open woodland.
Also in the city centre you will find parks and
green lungs, where you can rest after a trip on
the fjord, a walk in a museum or a promenade
in the shopping streets. When the evenings
comes, take time to visit one of the many cafes,
bars or clubs, in Oslo there is a place for everyone.
Oslo is the city where the Nobelpeace price is
rewarded every year. The inhabitants of Oslo see

it as a challenge to give all visitors weather
congressdelegates or others a warm welcome.
The congress will aim to be as successful as the
Oslo congress of 1928, we hope to be able to
repeat the success.

The University of Oslo

The University of Oslo, founded in 1811, is
Scandinavia’s largest university in terms of staff
and students, with nearly 36000 students and

approx. 4500 employees in permanent positions.

It is also Norway’s largest and most comprehen-
sive research institution. The University of Oslo
consists of eight faculties , and students may
choose from more than 100 subjects, from a
classical academic education via social sciences
and medicine to data technology and economics.
With its nearly 200 years history, the University
of Oslo is a traditional bound institution.
However, it is also future oriented, and focuses
on the new needs and problems which arise
from a constantly changing society.

Most of the University of Oslo’s international
collaboration takes place between individual
researchers or teams of researchers, nevertheless
institutional collaboration in the form of bilateral
and multilateral arrangements, often within the
framework of large multinational programmes is
becoming increasingly important.

The institute of history at the University of Oslo

is Scandinavia’s largest, with a diverse expertise.
The institute has 1200 students whereof 300 on
masterlevel.

OSLO

Oslo, ville au bord du fjord a été capitale de la
Norvege et résidence royale depuis 1299.

Le roi Hakon V Magnusson se décidait alors a se
déplacer de Bergen et a batir son nouveau cha
teau Akershus a cet endroit. Akershus féte en
1999 son 7éme centenaire. La ville d’'Oslo elle-
méme a 1000 an en |'an 2000, une occasion
qui ne sera pas étre passée sous silence.

La ville est joliment située et, avec ses 550 000
habitants, est assez petite, mais pourtant trés
internationale. Beaucoup de cultures y sont
représentées, avec des immigrants de tous

les coins du monde, qui font d'Oslo une
communauté colorée et un centre national
approprié pour un brassage culturel et un
échange intellectuel international.

La ville a, de tous temps , vécu de son commerce
avec |'étranger. Oslo a été auparavant un port
de transit vers la Grande Bretagne et I'Europe
continentale pour les bois norvégiens et
continue a étre une ville portuaire importante.
Elle entretient des liaisons par bateau-ferry

avec les pays voisins I’Allemagne et le Danemark
et par lignes ferroviaires et aériennes vers
beaucoup d'autres pays.

L apport culturel de la ville est marqué par
I'ouverture de la Norvege sur le monde
extérieur. On y trouve des restaurants dans
toutes les gammes de prix et des traditions
culinaires de toutes les parties du monde.

En méme temps, les menus et en particulier les
nombreux restaurants de produits de la mer té-
moignent des traditions culinaires nationales
dont les habitants sont fiers. Les musées sont
aussi en grand nombre: le plus connu est peut-
étre le Musée Munch, le musée des bateaux

vikings et du Fram. Moins connus et pourtant
valant d'étre visités, le musée des Arts de
|'Enfance et de la Marine sont uniques, qui
peuvent raconter aux visiteurs la longue histoire
d’une ville et d'un pays qui, dans tous les sens,
a senti la proximité de la mer.

Les cafés y sont aussi nombreux, souvent
proches des nombreux ” poumons verts de la
ville”: Oslo est une ville verte et les habitants
sont fiers de n'étre jamais trés loin d’un parc ou
d’une pelouse, ou des corps fatigués peuvent se
reposer aprés un tour dans le fjord, dans les
nombreux musées ou bien simplement apres
une promenade dans les rues commercantes de
la ville. Ainsi lorsque le soir vient pourquoi ne
pas rendre visite aux nombreux bars et clubs?
Etes-vous amateur de jazz ou bien de rock’n roll
ou bien encore ne jurez-vous que par la musique
classique, il y aura toujours un endroit pour vous
plaire.

Oslo est la ville ou le Prix Nobel de la paix est
attribué. Les habitants de la ville d'Oslo
considerent comme une tache prioritaire de
donner également a tous les autres invités dans
la ville, qu'ils soient participants a des
conférences ou des touristes ordinaires le
sentiment d'étre les bienvenus dans la capitale
prés du fjord.
